Course objective: This discipline is studied within the field of Philology, as part of the doctoral
study program, and aims to familiarize doctoral students with the main approaches, models, and
explanatory theories of the argumentative grammar of discourse, used in the analysis and
interpretation of meaning construction and persuasion mechanisms, with relevance for the
development of critical thinking and advanced research competences. It contributes to the
formation of an integrated perspective on the methodological, analytical, and procedural
frameworks specific to discourse analysis in various contexts, including literary, institutional,
and media environments.

The discipline addresses the following specific topics: fundamental and advanced
concepts and principles of argumentative grammar, such as the argumentative structures of
discourse, logical-semantic relations, argumentative connectors, discourse markers, persuasive
strategies, discourse organization and coherence, the relationship between language and
argumentation, meaning construction in context, as well as discourse analysis in relation to
intentionality, audience, and communicative purpose.

/Aceasta disciplina se studiaza in cadrul domeniului Filologie, programul de studii
doctorale si 1si propune sa familiarizeze studentii doctoranzi cu principalele abordari, modele si
teorii explicative ale gramaticii argumentative a discursului, utilizate in analiza si interpretarea
mecanismelor de construire a sensului si a persuasiunii, cu relevantd pentru dezvoltarea gandirii
critice si a competentelor de cercetare avansata. Contribuie la formarea unei viziuni integrate
asupra reperelor metodologice, analitice si procedurale specifice analizei discursului in contexte
variate, literare, institutionale si mediatice.

Disciplina abordeaza ca tematica specificd urmadtoarele notiuni de bazd si avansate,
concepte si principii fundamentale ale gramaticii argumentative, precum: structurile
argumentative ale discursului, relatiile logico-semantice, conectorii argumentativi, marcatorii
discursivi, strategiile de persuasiune, organizarea si coerenta discursului, raportul dintre limbaj si
argumentare, constructia sensului in context, precum si analiza discursului in functie de
intentionalitate, public si finalitate comunicativa.
